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Spotlight on Coming Street Cemetery ï 250 years 
 
As Rabbi Alexander reminded us at the special service honoring the founding of Coming Street 
Cemetery, the first thing a newly arrived Jewish community does is buy land for a Jewish cemetery.  And 
this is just what the early Jews of Charleston did when they bought land on Coming Street for their 
Sephardic Orthodox burial ground.  And so, this year, we commemorate their actions as we 
acknowledge the 250th anniversary of the founding of our pre-Revolutionary Coming Street Cemetery.  
The original cemetery on this site was owned by the DaCosta family and was a place of burial for any 
Carolina residents of the Jewish faith.  KKBE bought the cemetery for 70 pounds, British sterling, in 
1764. 
 

Before that time, Jews were buried in family-owned graveyards of which we have scant information.  We 
know that three of those, the Harby Family cemetery, the Tobias Family cemetery on their plantation 
East of the Cooper and the burial grounds of Congregation Beth Elohim Unveh Shalom have been lost.  
The remnants of stones that were found were relocated to our Huguenin Avenue Cemetery which was 
founded in 1887. 

 

Over 800 souls are buried at Coming Street Cemeteryôs original 1.75 acres, but only a small number of those graves are visible today 
because of weather damage and age.  This cemetery is significant as a reminder of the Jewish presence in this city, state and nation from 
the earliest times. Here lie the remains of many notable Jews of a community that by the early 1800s had become the largest, wealthiest, 
most cultured and charitable Jewish community in America.  Currently, Coming Street Cemetery is a combination of three cemeteries on this 
site:  Beth Elohimôs original cemetery, Shearith Israelôs section which occurred when members of KKBE left the Congregation because of 
ritual reforms of which they did not approve and the David Lopez (builder of our 1840 synagogue) Family plot. 

 

To see information on-line about those buried there, visit the Jewish Historical Society of South Carolina (JHSSC) where thanks to the 
efforts of Ann Hellman and other contributors, you will see a wonderful spreadsheet.  To hear the stories firsthand, contact Randi Serrins, 
Mary Radin or me through the KKBE office (723-1090).  We, or any member of our committee, will be honored to take you on a tour of the 
cemetery. 

 

To quote Randi Serrinsô remarks at Coming Street Cemetery Shabbat last month, ñVisitors come from all over the world to connect to their 
Jewish heritage.ò 

 

As Sol Breibart, obm, who cared for the cemetery for many years, told me when he was nearly 94 years old, ñNow itôs your turn, it is now 
your responsibility to take care of Coming Street Cemetery and to continue to tell its stories.ò

Sisterhood has just given Coming Street Cemetery an incredibly generous donation of $15,000 to restore the 
David Lopez Jr. family plot.  If you recall, David Lopez was the builder of our present Sanctuary in 1840, as 
well as other notable buildings in downtown Charleston. 
 

David Lopez also built the semisubmersible, "Little David", that was used in the Civil War and was the 
General Superintendent of State Works during the War.  
 
 

The donation will be used to restore the monuments in this family plot (except for the tomb of his first wife, 
Catherine Hinton Lopez, which will likely cost in excess of $35,000 to restore), the wall surrounding the plot, 
which is crumbling, and the beautiful wrought iron fence and gate.

This time of year there always seems to be a debate on what is KP (Kosher for Passover).  
I remember my dad coming home from the supermarket with Pepsi.  He had read on an 
authentic website that corn syrup was now considered KP. A year or two later that had all 
changed.  Who can keep up with anything other than bread isn't and matzah is!   I came 
across the following blog post by Rabbi Thomas Louchheim of Congregation Or Chadash 
in Tucson, Arizona on reformjudaism.org. 

 

Legumes and Rice on Passover 

 

Do you have Ashkenazi roots? Do you trace your family back to the Mediterranean 
or Poland? If you do, you might have a Sephardic background. In either case, for 
most of us these terms have lost their significance in today's "melting pot" North 
American society. Nevertheless, there still seems to be some debate about what 
you may or may not eat on Passover. Let me see if I can clarify this for you (or 
complicate your menu for your seder). 
 
 

On Passover, one is not to have chametz ï leavening ï in your home. By chametz, the tradition means those 
grains from which matzah may be baked: wheat, barley, oats, rye, and spelt. No other foodstuffs are regarded as 
chametz. In 1810 the Reform Movement in Germany determined that they would be following the Sephardic 
practice of not categorizing any legumes or rice as chametz. Therefore, for more than 200 years, my family has 
been following this Reform (not ñSephardicò) practice by eating string beans and rice with our matzah ball soup. 
The prohibition found its roots in France in the thirteenth century and then spread through Europe. There was no 
explanation, at the time, for excluding these foods during Passover. In actuality, allowing rice and legumes 
predates Sephardic Jews. Prohibiting these foods actually contradicts the Talmud (Pesachim 35a and 114b), 
which allows them. The Talmud even disputes the claim that these foods are chametz because they can be dried 
and made into flour. 
 
 

Enjoy your peanut butter, rice, corn and legumes. No matter what foods you choose to eat, we wish you and your 
family a very happy Passover. 

 

KKBEôs beginning goes back to Sephardic Jewish roots and we now trend toward Ashkenazi traditions.  I hope that you 

all have a wonderful Pesach with family and friends, according to your own tradition!

Andrew will graduate from Hebrew Union College and be ordained as a rabbi this spring.  He has already earned a 
Certificate in Jewish Non-Profit Management from HUC.  He was raised in Broken Arrow, Oklahoma, just outside of Tulsa, 
and in his youth, he was a congregant of Rabbi Shermanôs father.  Young Andrew then went off to the University of 
Kansas (Rock, Chalk, Jayhawk), where he earned a Bachelor of Arts in Political Science and International Studies.  While 
attending KU, Andrew was on the Hillel Student Board, and served as a Reform Minyan Leader. 

 
After graduating from College, Andrew did not go straight to rabbinic school.  Instead, he spent two years with the 
Goldring/Woldenberg Institute of Southern Jewish Life, where he spent every weekend traveling to small Jewish 
communities throughout the South and supporting their religious schools through teacher training, classroom teaching and 
curriculum development.  In his final summer before rabbinic school, Andrew went to URJ Camp Kutz, the Reform 
movementôs national leadership camp in Warwick, NY, and served as Head Songleader, training a new generation of 
Jewish leaders in an area about which he is personally passionate. 

 
During his time at HUC, Andrew has served numerous congregations in California as a student rabbi, a music teacher, and 
a summer rabbinic intern.  He also served a congregation in St. Louis as a high holiday intern, and worked as a Jewish 
chaplain intern at UCLA Medical Center.

Hebrew Orphan Society 
 

This Society, ABI YETOMIN UBNE EBYONIM, or Society for the Relief of Orphans and Children of Indigent Persons, was founded in 
1801 by 12 Jewish men.  Its primary object is a charitable and service society which gives support and contributions to worthy 
causes and institutions as determined by a majority vote of the membership.  This includes education, clothing, medical help, and the 
general welfare of the community. 
 

The society today consists of no more than 36 members, men and women, who are Jews, ages 35 or older.  They are elected to the 
Society based upon their record of service to the Jewish and secular community. Their election is for life. 
 

The Hebrew Orphan Society does not solicit contributions but does accept voluntary donations for general or specific purposes. 

 

Hebrew Benevolent Society 

 

This Society was established on June 25, 1784 to help with the aged, provide food, clothing, shelter,   the orphaned, and provide 
burial rites.  This is the oldest Jewish philanthropic Society in our country. All Jewish males, in the greater Charleston area, were 
eligible for membership. The exact name of the Society is ñHebra Gemilut Hasadimò Literally translated as ñSociety for Deeds of 
Loving Kindness.ò The biblical motto of the Society is ñTsadakah Tatzil Mi-Mavet, Charity Delivers from Death.ò  
 

Throughout our 230 year history this mottos, and the reason for the Society, have never changed. Although modest, an endowment 
has been established through the generosity of previous members. This provides only a small portion of the funding needed to meet 
the many Jewish needs in our community. Today, the greater portion of the funds needed MUST come from the annual membership 
dues. A major portion of the funds available goes to The Charleston Jewish Family Services to provide needed services. All Jewish 
males, 18 years and older are eligible for membership. Currently we only have 1/3 of the Jewish male population in the greater 
Charleston area that are  members. Can you imagine the good the Society could accomplish if the remaining 2/3 just joined for the 
minimal membership fee? This would mean at least an additional $25,000 to $30,000 available to meet the Jewish communityôs 
needs.
