But I never imagined that our Sanctuary ï whose 175th birthday  
prompted the whole idea of celebrating in the streets in the first place 
ï would prove to be as much of a focal point of the afternoon as it 
was. Hundreds and hundreds of people made it a point to enter the 
space and learn about its history. At times, when our dedicated  
docents were overwhelmed with interest, there were linesé and  
people simply waited. At one point I checked in with Aaron  
wondering where Eli might be. He was giving his friend a tour,  
proudly telling this young member of Circular Church about all of his 
favorite places and events that have happened in the synagogue. 
 
KKBE has so much rich history to celebrate; has made so many  
wonderful contributions to our community of which we are deservedly 
so proud. Had the Lowcountry Nosh merely been an opportunity to  
showcase that rich history, Dayeinu ï it would have been sufficient. 
But the Nosh exceeded those expectations and became another  
important milestone in that rich history. Come down to our  
synagogue on Hasell Street today; youôll still feel it. And I canôt wait 
to invite the community to enjoy it with us again next year.

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   On October 11, 2015, we came together and celebrated our historic sanctuary, our diverse  
congregation, and our larger Jewish community here in Charleston.  What began as a seed of an idea 
grew into a beautiful living event of which we can all be most proud.  We both built and enjoyed  
community, as 2,000 people packed Hasell Street and sampled knishes, corned beef sandwiches, rolled 
cabbage, and chopped liver, all served up by more than 100 KKBE volunteers.  The event was, by all 
reports, a smashing success.  But it would never have come to fruition without the tireless efforts of a 
core group of leaders and volunteers, and I would like to recognize and thank them here.  
 
       The idea began with Cindi Solomon and Susan Pearlstine, our Co-VPôs of Development, who then began assembling the group 
that would put it all together and pull it all off.  Melissa Sigmond was quickly brought on to lend her event planning experience, and 
of course our Executive Director, Alex Grumbacher contributed his considerable skills to help with logistics and organization, and 
our talented Office Staff pitched in on the day of the Nosh, as well as on the many days leading up to it.  We also enjoyed the talents 
of a number of our regular docents, who gave guided tours of the sanctuary to hundreds of guests.   
 
       Since the Nosh was going to be ñThe Sisterhood Bazaar on Steroids,ò as we frequently heard from Susan, Linda Ett was  
recruited to coordinate the food and volunteers.  She was ably assisted by Nadine Chavin and Naomi Gorstein, and a cadre of  
Sisterhood bakers.  In addition, Missee Fox provided invaluable institutional knowledge of what has worked and what has not in the 
past, as well has her considerable talents and expansive relationships within Sisterhood and the larger Congregation. 
 
      We knew the Nosh would rise or fall on the quality of the food, so Steve Auerbach was enlisted to source food and show us all 
how to prepare and serve everything to assure consistent quality.  And of course, no large-scale street festival can succeed without a 
tremendous amount of staging, supplies, labor and behind the scenes wrangling.  For all of those things, Larry Lipov was the man on 
the scene, negotiating deals with vendors, contributing supplies himself, hiring labor, recruiting College of Charleston and Citadel 
students to work the various food and entertainment tents, and working what looked like a forty hour week himself in just the two 
days leading up to the Nosh. 
 
       Of course, none of these individuals did what they did for praise.  They did it for love of community, and a desire to create  
another opportunity for our congregation to come together and build relationships.  In that endeavor, they succeeded brilliantly.  
However, whether they like it or not, I am singing their praises every chance I get.  They, and so many others like them, are what 
make KKBE great.   
 
       It is through events like the Lowcountry Nosh that we build and expand our community, and create connection, meaning, and 
purpose for so many.  Moreover, it is only when the rest of us step up to similarly give of our time, talents and treasure, that we cre-
ate a sustainable Temple community.  For that, they are to be praised - and hopefully, in celebrating them, the rest of us find  
inspiration.

On October 11, 2015, KKBE hosted the inaugural Lowcountry Nosh: Charleston Jewish  
Food and Heritage Festival, to celebrate the 175

th
 Anniversary of its historic sanctuary.  

It was overwhelming to see so much support from the Jewish community, the greater  
Charleston community, and the many tourists and visitors who were in town. For four  
short hours we shut down Hasell Street to have a party. It was never a question of 
whether  anyone would show up, but rather a question of how many people would show 
up. Well,  we welcomed over 2,000 attendees, served dozens of knishes, hundreds of 
sandwiches,  copious amounts of hot dogs and baked goods, and quickly sold out of the 
famed Bernstein rolled cabbage. Not only did we serve great food, we had eclectic en-
tertainment and general merriment. 
 

This new event required a significant amount of funds to make it happen. Whenever 
creating a new event, there are a lot of unknowns relating to cost. We hired a seasoned  
event planner to lead us through this exercise and worked to find sponsors to help  
cover  our initial costs. In all, we were able to secure over $26,000 in sponsorship dol-
lars. 
 

An early believer in the community event was the group from the Henry and Sylvia Yaschik Foundation. With a seed 
grant of $15,000 we were well on our way to creating a successful, sustainable event. After the Yaschik Foundation 
signed on we had a number of other corporate entities and private individuals agree to help us get to our sponsorship 
goal. Was this enough? No, it was a good start, but to ensure that this is a sustainable event, we will need to double 
sponsorships for next year, something we have already begun to do as we can now show prospective sponsors the 
impact this event had on the community. 
 

In addition to financial support we had a significant number of in-kind donors. The two most significant were two of our 
own members who deeply believed in this tremendous opportunity. Larry Lipov and Charles Fox not only enabled us 
to use their connections with vendors, but more importantly donated their own time, sweat and capital to enable this 
event to be the success that it was. They worked behind the scenes for months leading up to the event; and for three 
days leading to the Nosh, they worked tirelessly to help ensure everything was ready to go. We are truly indebted to 
them for all that they helped us to accomplish. At the end of the day their efforts saved KKBE thousands of dollars. 
 

Fundraising and development are an integral part of any synagogue budget. At KKBE we have relied on the Blue 
Book, which comes out this Thanksgiving, and the Salvador Award dinner as our primary methods of raising funds 

beyond the dues and fees of our congregants. Lowcountry Nosh gives us another avenue through which to raise 
funds without necessarily having to raise our own membership dues. In addition the Nosh offers a unique tie-in with 
tourism, which brings in a significant amount of money, and is an area we must do more to capitalize on in the near 
future. We thank all of our sponsors, donors and supporters of this inaugural event, and hope we can count on their 
support and the support of a wider group for years to come.

As many of you know the Jewish Federation of Charleston moved their offices out of the former JCC  
building. They may have moved locations physically, but their mission and focus has remained the same.  
The mission of the Charleston Jewish Federation is to build, strengthen, and preserve  Jewish identity and 
the needs of the community through partnerships that enable us to serve the needs of our local Jewish 
community, Israel, and worldwide. 
 

KKBE has a strong partnership with the Federation and their supporting agencies. On the High Holy Days 
we, as a congregation, collected over 200 bags of food for Jewish Family Services Kosher Food Pantry. We 
regularly partner with PJ Library on programs for our young families and those currently unaffiliated, and 
work with Federation on various other community programs and projects like Nostra Aetate: 50 Years  
Later. 
 

In addition to our mutual support of programs and initiatives, the Federation gives back to KKBE. This year 
we received two grants; one in support of our High Hoy Day services at Memminger Auditorium and one for 
our historic Coming Street Cemetery. In total we received $8,000. We thank the Jewish Federation of  
Charleston for their support and partnership.

The Bereavement Committee of Kahal Kadosh Beth Elohim 
 
The Bereavement Committee provides the ultimate mitzvah for our congregants and/
or their family.   We serve a meal of consolation to the family of the deceased, an act 
of support meant to comfort the family in the Jewish tradition to sustain the mourners. 
This meal is offered immediately following the funeral. 
 

In the event of a congregantôs death or a family memberôs death, as the Chair of the 
Bereavement Committee, I am contacted by the KKBE office or the rabbi.  I am given information of 
someone who, on behalf of the family, will work with the committee.  This contact will help the committee 
determine the number of people to be served and the location where the meal will be served.   
KKBEôs Bereavement Committee was established almost 50 years ago by Sisterhood members, Marian 
Slotin (OBM) and Barbara Stine.  In addition to me as chair, there are seven members who serve on this 
committee: Frieda Bernstein, Anita Rosenberg, Randi Serrins, Lois Sugarman, Paige Williams, and Shelley 
Yonas.  These women do the shopping and preparing of the meal, as well as delivering it to the location for 
the meal and setting it up according to the familyôs wishes.  Our committee is fortunate to have a few faithful 
volunteers who help us out if we are short-handed! 
 

The Meal of Consolation is a dairy meal, simple in its preparation, as it is not intended to be celebratory, but 
rather to be nourishing to the mourners.  The meal includes:  a challah, boiled eggs, cottage cheese, noodle 
kugel, bagels, lox, and cream cheese, tuna salad with crackers and/or rye bread, tomatoes and cucumbers, 
a fruit bowl, marinated vegetable salad, and desserts.  Lemonade, water, and coffee are served with the 
meal.  
 

The Bereavement Committee prepares a meal for as many as 25-30 people.  Although Sisterhood pays for 
most of the meal and the paper goods used, Bereavement Committee members often provide their dishes 
and desserts at no charge to the Sisterhood.  The Marian B. Slotin Bereavement Committee Fund exists for 
those who wish to contribute specifically to our committee.   
 

The Bereavement Committee will also provide a meal for the family of the deceased if the funeral is not 
local if they receive visitors in Charleston upon their return. If the family does not receive visitors in 
Charleston, a donation is made in memory of their loved one.
